Bob’s entertainment continued from last month.

Next morning cork tight, same compressor fitting in top cork, a little bit less pressure. This
time I've got torch on water pump, ready out of line of cork if it flies out. Go! Within two
seconds | see water coming out of the area of the screw in by pass tube, cork lets go but
found the problem, beauty, off with the rubber hose, screw out by pass tube, | had used
plumbers tape on it when | put it in, now this time | wound the tape around it half dozen
times and put gasket goo over tape on the thread in the head. A little difficulty starting to
screw in but in the end all OK.

Test it again, more water, compressor, bottom cork flies out, but no leak! Quick put the
engine back in the car putting the rubber hose on, not easy, even with the engine out of
car, clutch back on, lift engine, push car under, lift engine, extra quick time, no trouble
now! On with starter etc all up and ready to start now. First kick and no water leak,
beauty, by this time I've had enough for the day.

Next day | had the engine running for about one hour and all OK. | had bought an
electronic ignition kit about 12 months or more ago, now was the time to put it in. It's
made in USA for an English ‘Lucas’ system, somehow | had my doubts about it. Taking
out points, condenser etc | could not see how this was all going to work. Instructions say
use one or two holes there is a 50% discrepancy and | have not started and cannot see
any holes that match up. After a while | just screw ignition to top plate, put distributor
cap on, a bit difficult, connect wires to coil, will not fire up, give distributor a good shove,
beauty, some smoke, but running on all four, beauty. | think the best it's ever run, adjust
the clutch, it's slipping a bit, another couple of turns and all OK. All that over a couple of
long days and did not swear once but | thought about it.

Now if you think this is the end of the story — think again. | will go to Vic Roads,
Shepparton with old rego papers and ask them to change the engine numbers over think-
ing | was doing the right thing. | hit a brick wall, bring the car in we have to inspect it,
have you got a receipt for the engine, when did you renew the engine, the bullshit went on
and on.
